The Pacific Community (SPC) through its Educational Quality and Assessment Programme (EQAP) provides a high-
quality outcome based regional Form Seven qualification, called the South Pacific Form Seven Certificate (SPFSC) 
qualification, for students seeking tertiary education across the Pacific region as well as internationally.  SPC also 
supports a number of Ministries of Education in the Pacific with their national secondary curricula improvements, 
assessments, and examinations.

Selected applicants will be required to undertake a Micro Qualification on “Assessment Instrument Development” 
via blended mode – online and face to face from December 2023 – February 2024, and successfully complete the 
course in order to be selected for any curriculum and assessment work (examiners, moderators, scorers, curriculum 
writers, etc.) 

 
Key Selection Criteria  

• At least 5 years teaching experience in the relevant subject/s at the Form 7 level or equivalent. 

• Must hold at least a Bachelor’s Degree in the relevant subject area. 

• Previous experience as a curriculum writer or assessment instrument developer at national or regional level. 

• Knowledge of Outcomes Based Education.
